
















 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
All systems that have a generator connection must have a transfer switch to positively eliminate 
feedback into the source system.  The switch shall not allow both sources to be connected 
together.  This requirement is in accordance with the Indiana Electrical Code, Sections 700.6, 
701.7, and 702.6.
